 Last month, our Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, declared a special Year for Priests.  The special 

year will extend from June 19, 2009, the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart until June 19, 2010.  This 

Year for Priests will mark the occasion of the 150th anniversary of the death of St. John Marie Vi-

anney whose feast day we celebrate on August 4th. 

 

 St. John Marie Vianney, also known as the Cure of Ars, is the patron saint of parish priests.  His 

life was a wonderful example of a pastor totally dedicated to the service of the people of God.  He 

slept little, ate even less, and, spent countless hours in the confessional to accommodate the huge 

crowds that poured into the little town of Ars to make their confession to this saintly priest.   

 

 The French government even laid a special track of railroad lines to Ars to help with the heavy 

number of pilgrims travelling there.  The last 10 years of his life, St. John Vianney heard confes-

sions between 16-18 hours a day.  The faithful would wait in line up to 8 days to confess to him.  

 

 Let us pray that the Lord will continue to raise up good and holy priests for His vineyard.

  I want to take a minute to remind my brother Knights that the purchase of Insurance, Annuities or 
Long Term Care from the Knights of Columbus provides the money that the Knights of Columbus use to do 
the Charitable things that the Knights of Columbus are known for:  
 
  1) Established a “Vicarius Christi” fund. The money earned each year is given to the Pope for him to 
use as he desires.  The amount given each year is between $1.5 and $2 million dollars. 
 
  2) Provides funding for Satellite up-link costs for televising some Papal ceremonies. 
 
  3) Funded the construction of the Bell Tower at the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate 
Conception in Washington, D. C. 
 
  4) Has a fund that pays for the education of children of Knights killed in the line-of-duty as full time 
Fire Fighters, Law Enforcement and Military. Remember there is NO War clause inserted in Knights of Colum-
bus insurance policies! 
 
  In this time of conflict the needs of the Church are overwhelming and it is the Knights of Columbus 
whose efforts reflect Father McGivney’s number one goal  “Charity for All” 
 
  So for those of my brother Knights who have policies, remember the good you are doing and look to 
your Field Agent to help you help your family and from that you help the Knights of Columbus provide the 
Charitable services the organization is recognized for!
