 It is a pleasure to report that the airline ticket raffle raised $1,256 and the Christmas card profits 
amounted to $514.  All of these funds will be used to support our charity, youth and church programs. 
Many thanks to my brother Knights who have sent in their checks for dues and the voluntary vocations 
assessment.  If you have not yet responded, please do so in order to save the expense and trouble of sending 
out reminder notices. 
 
 This year the Penny per Knight per Day (PKD) voluntary vocations assessment program is receiv-
ing stronger support than in previous years.  Of the brothers responding to date to the request for $3.65, 
99% have included this amount in their checks.  And any shortfall has been made up by the many brothers 
who have “rounded-up” the amount number. 
 
 PKD is a state-wide program and our annual contribution of about $1,200 is pooled with money 
from the other councils.  It is then divided between the Arlington and Richmond dioceses to support reli-
gious vocations.
