NOTICE OF ELECTION OF NEW OFFICERS
FRATERNAL YEAR 2011-2012

INTRODUCTION

On May 24, 2011, Battlefield Council will elect the officers who will lead the Council during fraternal year 2011/2012. To help
you decide in which office you want to serve, the Nominating Committee is providing a list of Council Offices and the duties
and responsibilities of each office. Even though you may not wish to volunteer for an office in the upcoming fraternal year,
your attendance at the May 24 meeting is an outward sign of support for the Brothers elected.

ELECTED OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

Grand Knight: (Hereinafter referred to as GK.) He is the Chief Executive Officer, responsible for the overall welfare and
ultimate success his Council should enjoy under his leadership. He must guide and assist the Deputy GK in his selection of
Directors and Chairpersons of the major programs. He will officiate at all meetings and represent the Council at any and all
meetings and functions requiring his attendance.

Deputy GK: The Deputy GK is second in command. He assists the GK in all matters as directed. He assumes the leadership
role in the absence of the GK. He is the General Program Director. He is responsible for the selection and development of the
six major program areas and their chairmen. He will fulfill the duties of the GK in his absence.

Chancellor: He is the chairman of the Admissions Committee. He is charged with promoting membership participation in
Council activities, minimizing withdrawals from membership and any other activities assigned to him by the Grand Knight. He
is also to insure that the Council is aware of members or their families who are sick or in distress and he is responsible for
notifying the membership of funerals. Reporting to the Chancellor are the Retention Chairman, the 1* Degree Captain and the
Director of Membership Involvement.

Recorder: He is the Council Secretary and is responsible for the accurate recording of all business and communications. His
legible and correct entries will ultimately establish the history of the Council.

Treasurer: He is responsible for the judicious handling of all Council money, receiving funds from the Financial Secretary,
depositing Council money, paying bills and writing checks. He will maintain accurate and legible financial records.

Advocate: He is the Council Parliamentarian. A knowledge of Robert’s Rule of Order must be known or learned. He must
know or learn the laws and rules of the Order. He must be familiar with the Council By-laws. He will recommend By-law
changes as necessary.

Warden: He is responsible for arranging the Council chamber for all meetings and degrees. He is responsible for the
supervision and maintenance of all Council property. The Guards are his assistants. He will insure all members present at the
meeting have signed the register. For Council 10246, he is responsible for selling the 50-50 raffle tickets at each Council
meeting.

Guards (3): The Guards are responsible for validating membership by reviewing the membership card of each member
entering the Council chamber; assist the Warden arranging the Council Chamber for meetings and degrees. They should be
active members of the degree teams.

Trustees (3): Oversee Council operations and act on all financial matters. Conduct the audit of the financial records of the
Financial Secretary and Treasurer. Ensure the prompt submission of the audit report and any findings to the State and Supreme
Councils.

State Convention: The State Jurisdiction and Supreme Council require each Council to elect two delegates and two alternates
to attend the annual State Convention. The positions are officially titled Grand Knight Delegate, Past Grand Knight Delegate,
Alternate Grand Knight Delegate and Alternate Past Grand Knight Delegate. Expenses of the GK and DGK are partially
reimbursed by the State Council.

Nominations: Individuals who would like information or who would like to serve in any of the elected positions should make
their intentions known to the Nominating Committee prior to April 1* for consideration. A committee report will be made at
the April 12 meeting where nominations for any of the elected positions will also be accepted from the Council floor.
Nominations will also be accepted at meetings on April 26, May 10, and at the election meeting on May 24. Anyone wishing to
be nominated must be present or have provided evidence of his willingness to serve.
