We start the month with the feast of All 
Saints. On the first Tuesday, we have Election Day and we hope that those who come into power will be 
supportive of family values and pro life agendas. The 2nd Tuesday will be a 1st Degree Exemplification in 
conjunction with our regular Business meeting.  On Wednesday the 11th, we celebrate Veterans Day, which 
in these times, has a greater significance than usual.  
 
 We will celebrate our Memorial Mass on the 24th and honor those brothers who are no longer with us.

“LIVING FATHER MCGIVNEY’S DREAM ….EVERY DAY AND EVERY  KNIGHT “     
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   Chaplain’s Report 
Dear Brother Knights, 

 

 At 11:00 PM on the 11th day of the 11th month in 1918, the Allied Powers signed an armistice (a cease-fire agreement) 

with Germany at Rethondes, France.  Seven months later the “war to end all wars” would officially end, when the Treaty 

of Versailles was signed. 

 

 The United States then set aside November 11th as a day to remember the sacrifices that men and women made during 

WWI to ensure lasting peace.  A grateful nation received back her military with parades, speeches and ceremonies of 

thanks. 

 

 President Wilson issued these words in November 1919:  “To us in America, the reflections of Armistice Day will be 

filled with solemn pride in the heroism of those who died in the country’s service and with gratitude for the victory, both 

because of the thing from which it has freed us and because of the opportunity it has given America to show her sympa-

thy with peace and justice in the councils of the nations…" 

 

 In 1926, Armistice Day officially received its name through a Congressional resolution: 

“Whereas it is fitting that the recurring anniversary of this date should be commemorated with thanksgiving and prayer 

and exercises designed to perpetuate peace through good will and mutual understanding between nations.” 

 

  In 1938 it became a national holiday.  In 1953, townspeople in Emporia, Kansas called the holiday Veterans Day in 

gratitude to the veterans in their town.  Soon after, Congress passed a bill renaming the federal holiday Veterans Day to 

honor veterans of all U.S. wars.  Finally in 1971, President Nixon declared it a federal holiday on the second Monday in 

November. 

 

 Over the years, our troops have seen a mixture of reactions to their return home.  May ours, as Knights of Columbus, be 

one that reflects a grateful nation.  At 11:00, in the morning, most Americans will observe a moment of silent prayer, re-

membering those who fought for peace.  Let us join in that silent prayer.

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Important Council Proposals 
Please read 

At the October 13 business meeting, Deacon Pivarnik offered two proposals which are listed below.  Because of their importance and 
the possibility that they will involve a substantial sum of money, he asked that they be voted on at the November 10 meeting.  Please 
read them carefully so that you can vote intelligently. 

  
 PROPOSAL I 

  
 WHEREAS the by-laws of the Council have in the past called for all initiation fees and 5% of all dues collected to be deposited 
in a fund for the construction of a Council home, and 
 
 WHEREAS this stipulation has not been carried out in that, while such funds may be available, they are not specifically identi-
fied as being Council Home Construction Funds, and 
 
 WHEREAS a Council Corporation has been in existence for several years for the sole purpose of locating and buying suitable 
property on which to build a Council Home and said Corporation is now asking for funds sufficient to hold property, should a 
lot become available, and 
 
 WHEREAS before taking any action the Council should determine how much of the money in the Council accounts should be 
in a Council Home Fund, 
 
 THEREFORE I hereby propose that an audit be conducted by the trustees going as far back as records are available, but at 
least back to the formation of the Council Corporation, to determine what funds should be available for a Council Home and to 
that end I hereby move that the trustees be charged to conduct said audit.  This motion, if seconded, to be voted on at the No-
vember 10th meeting. 

 PROPOSAL II  
 
  

 WHEREAS the by-laws of the Council have in the past called for all initiation fees and 5% of all dues collected to be deposited 
in a fund for the construction of a Council home, and 
 
 WHEREAS this stipulation has not been carried out in that, while such funds may be available, they are not specifically identi-
fied as being Council Home Construction Funds, and 
 
 WHEREAS a Council Corporation has been in existence for several years for the sole purpose of locating and buying suitable 
property on which to build a Council Home and said Corporation is now asking for funds sufficient to hold property, should a 
lot become available, and 
 
 WHEREAS before taking any action the Council should determine how much of the money in the Council accounts should be 
in a Council Home Fund, and 
 
 WHEREAS the trustees have been directed to conduct an audit to determine how much money is available, and 
 
 WHEREAS when printing the current version of the Council By-Laws, Supreme omitted the paragraph requiring the Council 
Home Building Fund to be set aside, 
 
 THEREFORE I hereby propose that the Council needs decide whether or not it wants to continue funding the Council Home 
Fund.  Choices appear to be: continue as in the past to set aside all initiation fees and 5% of dues, in which case we must ask 
Supreme to reprint the By-Laws correctly and absorb the cost of new members with Council funds instead of using the initia-
tion fees, discontinue the fund, in which case we should dissolve the Corporation as having no purpose and continue using the 
initiation fee for new member costs and leave thy-Laws as published, or set aside a percentage of dues only to build up the fund 
without changing the By-Laws.  To that end, I move that we continue the practice of using the initiation fees plus 5 % of the 
dues to fund the Council Home Fund.  This motion, if seconded, to be voted on at the Nov. 10 meeting. 
 
************************************************************************************************************ 
 Following the meeting of October 13, word was received from Supreme Legal in response to a query by the Grand Knight, 
that they had decided that no council may add to their by-laws any paragraphs other than those proposed by the sample       
by-laws provided by Supreme.  Amounts may be changed but no additional paragraphs may be added.  We can do whatever 
we decide but we can’t put it in the by-laws.  In view of this, Deacon Pivarnik will amend his motion on Nov. 10 to remove any 
reference to reprinting by-laws.

 Many jobs offer some form of group term life insurance.  Often, this insurance is an employee 
benefit provided at no charge, or for a small co-pay.
