Never mind that that was never the Churchésheng,
never mind that the sacrament is intendekeal people, or help them to bear their suffering, peoplekjnstv that
this meant the end. Some were so sure they waitedhgashd. A priest friend of mine tells the story einlg called
to a hospital bedside at three in the morning. Throwimgome clothes, he rushed to the hospital arriving inih5 m
utes. Upon entering the room, he saw that it was eamtythe bed was neatly made. “Where have you moved Mrs
So-and-So,” he asked of the nurse on duty. “Oh, she’®imtirgue,” she replied. “In 15 minutes,” he exclaimed.
“We waited until we were sure she was dead before wedcgdiu,” came the reply. When he scraped himself of the
ceiling, he called a meeting of everyone on the flowr lzeld instruction on the sacrament on the spot.

Folks, let’s be clear. We do not anoint or give anyassaent to dead people. Sacraments are for the living.
Serious illness is one of the toughest things man hasatavite. It can make him angry, self-absorbed, evepales
dent. Some even fight God. Others become more matalizing what is essential and what is not, and lgtua
search for God. Throughout human history, man has tuon&add for healing. During his time on earth, Christ
healed those he touched. And so we are healed in sseryment for in the sacraments, Christ toucheswvas:. |
But the sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is speciadinfigured to effect not only physical healing but alsoitsiail
healing and strengthening to prepare one for suffering and d8affering unites us more closely with Christ, who
took on our sins and suffered in our place, by uniting us gipassion.

The time to call the priest to anoint is when thespebeginsto be seriously ill or in danger of death, or prior to
undergoing a serious operation. If a person, once adom@eovers and later becomes sick again, or does mmerec
but becomes worse, he may be anointed again. Thimdbesean that the family should call the priest ewther
day to anoint a loved one. This would not only abuseabement but abuse the priest. Because it also invitlges
forgiveness of sin, this is not a sacrament that @e&wonroy or | can help the priests with. Only a pragsishop
may anoint.

The true last sacrament is not Anointing of the ®igkrather Viaticum, the Eucharist given as food fer t
journey. This can be administered not only by bishopsstgrand deacons, but also by Extraordinary Ministers of
the Eucharist, who in this parish do incredible worktiite ill, elderly and dying. This sacrament can andilshioe
given daily as the end approaches.

We are fortunate to have priests who do go immediate@n called to anoint, but they cannot go in the middle
of Mass or while visiting someone else or the middleaffession. Informing them of the need for anointirapa-
ple of days in advance can help them schedule tripsdpitials and nursing homes. Also it allows the fanulypé
present. Like all sacraments, Anointing of the Sick sommunity celebration. The family should be presew
respond to the prayers just as at Mass.
